The “D” tag comes
attached to your race number and will need to be
removed and attached to your running shoe on race day.
Further instructions are available when you pick up your
packet. As you cross the electronic mats at the start and
finish lines, the timing tag emits a unique signal that allows
the system to identify you and calculate your finish time.
You must be wearing your timing chip on your shoe cor-
rectly to receive a race time. NO CHIP ON SHOE = NO TIME
